Islamabad, the 24th April, 2018
S.R.0. 43(KE)/2018 :

In supersession of amended policy notified previously under S.R.O. 682(l)
2009, dated 15th July, 2009 the Federal Government, as per decision of Cabinet,
is pleased to notify “Deep Sea Fishing Licensing Policy, 2018" as follows:

1. Preamble:

~1.1. Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of Fishing) Act, 1975 as
amended from time to time, is the basic law governing deep-sea
fishing which empowers the Federal Government to issue licenses for
fishing vessels and to lay down a regulatory framework.

1.2. With the declaration of Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) in 1976,
Pakistan's jurisdiction was extended up to 200 NM in the sea from the
baseline which added approximately 240,000 square kilometer of sea
area to its territory. This gives the country exclusive rights over the living
and non-living marine resources in this Exclusive Economic Zone.
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1.3.. Recently in consonance with Article 76 of the United Nations
Convention on Law of the Sea (UNCLOS) and Territorial Waters and
Maritime Zone Act, 1976, the limit of Pakistan's Continental Shelf has
been extended from 200 NM to 350 NM from baseline, adding an
additional area of 50,000 square kilometers with sovereign rights only
on non-living resources and living organisms belonging to sedentary
species in this additional area.

1.4. To harvest the fishery resources of the EEZ, fishing began with the
collaboration of foreign-flagged vessels in 1982. A set of policies have
since been tried for technology transfer and develop our national
flagged fleet. However, 'local entrepreneurs with capital intensive
operations have not stepped-in to establish their own deep sea
fishing fleet to undertake sustainable fishing practices.

1.5, During recent years, a significant negative change is recorded in the
hshing practices of local fisheries by installation of power winches on
trawlers and using fine trawl nets which does not allow juvenile fish to
escape. As a result the stock in our EEZ: including internal waters and
from baseline to 200 NM has depleted to an alarming state. The
results of Stock Assessment Surveys (2009-2015) indicate that the
demersal stocks have reached a precarious stage which may lead to
the collapse of stocks of fish and shellfish species in our waters. The
survey has established that our fisheries resources are under serious
threat due to overfishing and d¥leterious fishing gears.

1.6. This state of affairs is caused due to over-exploitation, unsustainable
fishing, trawling, and mushrooming of local fishing fleet. The fishing
practices employed by our local fishermen invariably also extend in
Zone-lll beyond 20 NM. The Federal Government, despite being
cognizant, has remained low-key on the issue keeping in view the
involvement of livelihood and sustenance of thousands of local
fishermen. In order to rectify the situation and undertake remedial
measures and also to protect the interests and sustenance of local
fishermen, this policy is accordingly formulated.

1.7. The main thrust of this policy will thus be two'pronged; first to
eliminate unregulated fishing beyond 12 NM and second, to conserve
fish stock which is essential for sustenance and availability of fish in
our waters for our future generations. For this purpose, it is essential

that the operation of the local fleet presently operating beyond 12 NM

is regulated through licensing mechanism by the Federal Government:
diverting the local fleet towards sustainable fishing methods.

2. Fishing Zones:
2.1. There are three fishing zones in our EEZ:

a. Zone-l: From internal waters and area from baseline to 12 NM is
jurisdiction of Provincial Governments (Sindh and Balochistan)
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b. . Zone-ll: From 12 to 20 NM under the jurisdiction of Federal
Government (buffer zone created by the Federal Government to
facilitate local fishermen)

c. Zone-lll: From 20 to 200 NM under the jurisdiction of Federal
Government

The fishing rights in Zone-l1 and Zone-Il (buffer zone) have been
reserved for fishermen of provinces of Sindh and Balochistan, who
can operate their vessels in this area after obtaining licenses and
fishing permits from their respective governments. No local or foreign
flagged fishing vessels licensed for Zone-IIl will be allowed to fish in
Zone-1 & II. Zone-Ill is only for fishing vessels with specific permission
of fishing by the Federal Government.

The Deep Sea Fishing Licensing Policy encompasses judicious
exploitation of fishery resources by local individuals/companies/
partnerships as well as joint ventures with foreign companies. No
license shall be granted to any foreign individual/entity.

Fishing in Zone-lll for Local Fishing Fleet (From 20 up to 200 NM).

Considering the status of our fish stock, trawling, being
unsustainable, cannot be allowed henceforth in Zone-IIl. Only the
following categories of vessels will bé allowed:

Zone-lll:

a. Registration with Mercantile Marine Department, Government of
Pakistan(hereby referred to as MMD)

b. License for fishing from Marine Fisheries Department,
'Government of Pakistan(hereby referred to as MFD)

c. Completion of all requisite formalities before fishing trip
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d. Length' of gill nets shall not exceed 2.5 km in compliance to
UNGA Resolution 46/215

e. The vessels engaged in tuna gill netting will comply to various
resolutions of Indian Ocean Tuna Commission (I0TC)

f. All local fishing vessels shall have “Satellite-based Vessel
Monitoring System (VMS)” installed onboard conforming to
Pakistan Maritime 'Security Agency (hereby referred to as
PMSA) specifications. The cost of vessel-based unit and its
operation expenses will be borne by the licensee.

g. The operations of fishing vessels will be monitored by PMSA.

h. The vessel will be allowed to operate subject to production of
satisfactory sea-worthiness certificate from MMD

i. The licensee will ensure compliance to all Provincial and Federal
Government regulations and international conventions/ treaties/
obligations, regarding responsible fishing which are ratified by
the Government of Pakistan.

j- Bottom / demersal trawling will not be allowed in any case.
k. The crew of the vessel($) must be Pakistani nationals

4. Procedure for Submission' of Applications and Grant of Fishing
Licenses to Local Vessels and their Operation in Zone Il

- 4.1. Application to MFD on prescribed application form notified under
Exclusive Fishing Zone (Regulation of Fishing) Rules 1990

Any misrepresentation shall render the license to be cancelled at any time
during the validity of the license.

5. Requirements and Penalties
8.1 The licensee will conform to the requirements of concerned
government agencies such as MFD, Pakistan Custom, MMD etc. and
directives issued in this behalf from time to time.
5.2, The licensee will submit a certificate confirming the installation and
operation of vessel-based VMS unit on-board conforming to the
requirement of PMSA.

Licenses issued would be valid for a period of three (03) years
but would be renewed annually. on payment of requisite fee.
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Default in renewal of the license will result in its cancellation. The
license fee would be the same for a year or any part thereof.

f. Entity shall be given fishing license(s) for the number of
vessel(s) as per decision of Inter-Ministerial Scrutiny Committee
(IMSC).

g. Licensee will be entitled to determine the mode of procurement
of vessel either on self-ownership basis or on joint venture with
a foreign firm.

h. The licensee shall not transship the fish catch at high seas but
would land / export the catch from Korangi Fish Harbour or
Gwadar port. Those vessels which opt to off-load fish catch to
any other port in Pakistan, will be allowed to do so, on advance
payment of non-utilization (landing fee) at Korangi Fish Harbour
@ US$: 4,000 for each offloading.

i. The licensee shall be allowed to transship / export of fish catch
either by the same fishing vessel or through a carrier vessel or
through containers, only after clearance from all the concerned
Government agencies. The licensee exporting the fish catch by
same fishing vessel will furnish an undertaking that the subject
vessel will not conduct fishing:while leaving Pakistani waters.

j. An undertaking will be obtained from the vessel operators
clearly stating that no under-invoicing, no transshipment and no
discard of fish by-catch will be done, failing which the licensee
shall be blacklisted for any future operations in Pakistan.

k. All Deep Sea Fishing Vessels shall have “Satellite-based Vessel
Monitoring System (VMS)” installed onboard conforming to
PMSA specifications. The cost of vessel-based unit and its
operation expenses will be borne by the licensee.

l. The operations of fishing vessels will be monitored by PMSA.

m. The total value of the sale proceeds of the fish exported by
Pakistani firm shall be repatriated to Pakistan in foreign
exchange. Foreign expenditure incurred (including salary of
foreign crew) can be remitted as per Government rules and
regulations.

n. All vessels allowed to operate in Zone-lll shall have minimum
twenty five (25) percent crew of Pakistani origin.

0. The vessel will be allowed to operate subject to production of
satisfactory sea-worthiness certificate from MMD.

p. Incase of difference of opinion regarding Gross Tonnage (GT) of
vessel, calculation of GT shall be determined by MMD, as per
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8.3.

g. Scientists/Researchers will be deputed by MFD on vessels as
and when required for collection of fisheries data. Fishing
vessels will also carry onboard a representative of MFD as
Observer. While on-board the licensee will be responsible to
provide for their boarding & lodging. On termination of each

fishing trip the Fisheries data shall be furnished to MFD, on
notified proforma.

r. The licensee will ensure compliance to all Provincial and Federal
Government regulations and international conventions/ treaties/

obligations, regarding responsible fishing which are ratified by
the Government of Pakistang; .

s. Bottom / demersal trawling will not be allowed in any case.

t. There will be no restriction for any licensee to sell the entire/part
‘catch for local sale.

u. Application for replacement of vessel(s) by the licensee will be
furnished to MMD subject to validity of the fishing license and
fulfilment of prescribed criteria. :

v. Security deposit will be refunded after settlement of all
disputes/dues at the end of the license period.

Penalties for violations of fishing rules as laid down in
SRO 137(KE)/2001 dated 5th September, 2001 (Annex A)

In case the number of pre-qualified applicants exceed the total
number of licenses to be issued; selection shall made through
competitive bidding amongst the pre-qualified applicants.

In case of any dispute within the ambit of this policy, the decision of

Secretary, Maritime Affairs (Government of Pakistan) will be final and
binding on all parties,
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7. Procedure for Submission of Applications

i

For pre-qualification, applications will be submitted to MFD that will
consist of:

a. Detailed Feasibility Report for undertaking fishing operations.

b. Company profile of local and Joint Venture partner (if applicable)
with Articles and Memorandum of Association. Audited annual
accounts and statements furnished to SECP, bank statement for
last 12 months, details of income tax, experience of deep sea
fishing. Similar documents are required along with Joint Venture
Agreement (if applicable).

c. Certificate of undértaking that information given is complete and
correct to the best of his knowledge.

Any misrepresentation shall render the license to be cancelled at any time '
during the validity of the license.

Six copies of the application (including relevant documents) will be
submitted along with pay order/demand draft for the amount of Pak
Rupees 50,000 (non-refundable) against each vessel; drawn in favor
of Director General, MFD, West Wharf, Fish Harbour, Karachi.

The application will be vetted by MFD. In case of any shortcoming,
the applicant will be duly informed to furnish the requisite details
within seven working days of receipt of notice.

In case of any false, fake, or forged document, the application will be
rejected and the application fee shall stand forfeited.

The shortlisted applications will be submitted to the IMSC sub-
committee for further processing and final approval by the IMSC.

The successful applicants shall be issued a Letter of Intent (LOI) by
the MFD.

On receipt of Letter of Intent (LOI) the applicant shall deposit license
fee, within a period of thirty (30) days, in accordance with the
category of the vessel, in the form of a pay order / demand draft,
drawn in favor of Director General, MFD, Karachi. Provisional
license(s) will be accordingly issued by MFD.

The licensee is liable to bring the vessel(s) of the permitted category
within a period of sixty (60) days from the date of Provisional Fishing
License; failing which, the license will stand cancelled and license fee
shall be forfeited. No extension/exemption in above time limits is
allowed.

On arrival of vessel in Pakistan for first inspection, a team comprising

of officers from MMD and MFD will ascertain the specifications of the
vessel and the fishing gears. :

Formalities pertaining to Naval Intelligence, State Bank of Pakistan,
Customs, MMD, and other organizations will be completed prior to
fishing operation.

No. S.R.O. DD-60(1)/90.- In exercise of the powers conferred by section 16 of the
Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of Fishing) Act, 1975 (XXXII of 1975), the Federal

Government is pleased to make following rules, namely:-
1. Short title and commencement.-

(1) These rules may be called the Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of
Fishing) Rules, 1990.

(2)  They shall come into force at once.
2. Definitions.

In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context.-

@ “Act” means the Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of Fishing) Act,

1975 (XXXII of 1975);
(b) “fishing permit” means of fishing permit granted under these rules;

(©) “Form” means a form appended to these rules;



(d) “Licence” means a licence granted under these rules;

(e) “Schedule” means a schedule to these rules;
M “identity card” means an identity card issued under these rules; and
(9) “Zone” means the Exclusive Economic Zone as defined in the

Territorial Waters and Maritime Zone Act, 1975 (LXXXII of 1976).
License to operate a fishing craft

(1) Any person operating or intending to operate a fishing craft in the Zone
shall make an application in Form “A” to the licensing authority for the
grant of licence.

(2) The licensing authority may, after it is satisfied that the applicant had
complied with the provisions of the Act and these rules and is fit to operate
fishing craft, issue a licence in Form “B” on payment of the fee and the
security deposit specified in the First Schedule.

(3) If an applicant intends to operate more than one fishing craft, he shall
make separate application in respect of each fishing craft and there shall be
issued a separate licence for each such craft.

(4) The person applying for a licence shall make the craft and the equipment
on board available for inspection, alongwith a photostat copy of the
registration of the vessel (or a translation thereof if the same is not in
English), the proof of the ownership of the vessel, number and type of
fishing gear, and number an and type of electronic and wireless
equipments for fish finding, navigation and communication (including
their make and range) to the Assistant Director, Naval Intelligence,
Karachi and Mercantile Marine Department for approval.

Registration and categorization of fishing craft. —
(@) No person shall operate any fishing craft unless:-
@ it has been registered with the licensing authority; and

(b) it bears and displays its registration number and name of the
vessels in bold and legible numerals and letters.

(2)  The fishing crafts and gears shall be registered in such manner as may
be specified by the licensing authority.

3 The fishing crafts are categorized as under:-

@ mechanized fishing crafts having overall length upto 20 meter
steel or wooden hull, hereinafter referred to as category “A”.



(b) mechanized fishing crafts having overall length upto 30 meter
steel or wooden hull, hereinafter referred to as category “B”;

(©) fishing crafts having overall length more than 30 meter
hereinafter referred to as category “C”; and

4) No fishing gear other than that for which it is registered shall be used
in the fishing craft.

Any person desirous to work as a skipper of a nakhuda of a fishing

the crew shall issue the card in Form “F” on the payment of the fee
prescribed in the First Schedule.

Validity of licence, fishing permit and Identity Cards.

Any licence, fishing permit, or identity card shall be valid for a period of one
year from the date mentioned therein.

Where the licence or any member of the crew of a craft is convicted for
the contravention of, or otherwise fails to apply with, any provisions of
the Act or the rules, the licensing authority may cancel or suspend the
registration, and all fishing permits and identity cards relating to that
fishing cratft.

Where any person contravenes any condition of the licence, fishing
permit or identity card, the licensing authority may, without prejudice
to any action that may be taken under section 9 of the Act and after
affording such person an opportunity for showing cause, cancel the
licence, fishing permit or identity card, as the case may be, or suspend




its operation for a specific period, and may also summarily suspend
any licence, permit or identity card.

recorded, withhold the renewal or renew it for a period less than one
year.

If the holder of a licence, fishing permit or identity card fails to apply
for its renewal within the time specified in sub-rule (1) he may, within
three months of the expiry of the licence, permit or card, apply for its
renewal and, if the licensing authority is satisfied that the failure was
not without reasonable cause, the licence may be renewed on payment
of the prescribed fee plus charges given in the table below:-

Production of licence, etc. for inspection.

The licence, fishing permit and identity card shall be carried on board and
shall on demand made by the licencing authority or Fishery Officer or any
Officer authorised in this behalf by either of them, be produced by its holder
inspection.

Departmental, representative on board the fishing craft.

Every fishing craft processing to the fishing ground for fishing shall carry a
representative of Marine Fishery Department and Fishermen's Cooperative
Society on board.

Supply of data, etc.

Every licensee shall furnish to the licensing authority or the Fishery Officer, in
the first week of each month information in Forms “G” & “H” regarding the
activities of his fishing craft during the previous month provided that the
licensing authority or Fishery Officer may at an time call for such information
as may be required.

Production of nets, etc.

No licensee shall willfully damage any fishing craft or fishing gear being
operated by any other licensing, or cause disruption in fishing by any other
licensee.

Catching of berried lobsters prohibited

Female lobsters loaded with eggs (berried lobsters), or lobsters of fifteen
centimeters or under length shall not be fished and if any such lobster is
caught it shall be immediately released back into the sea alive and shall not be
landed or marketed.

Explanation

For the purpose of this rule, the length of the lobster shall be measured from
the middle of curve between orbital spines to the tip of telson.

Catching of shrimp prohibited

A licensee of a fishing craft of category “C” shall not fish any shrimp of
whatever quality.

Fishing Areas.

(1) No fishing craft shall fish within territorial waters as specified in
section 6 of the Territorial Waters and Maritime Zones Act, 1976
(LXXXII of 1976) (within twelve nautical miles beyond the land
territory and internal waters of Pakistan measured from the baseline)

and such area within the Zone as the licensing authority may specify
from time to time.

(2) A fishing craft of category “C” shall fish only in that area of the Zone
which extends seaward and beyond thirty-five nautical miles measured
from the line of the zone.

Information regarding catches etc.

Every licensee shall provide information to the licensing authority concerning

the catch by delivering immediately after the completion of each trip or cruise

in Form “J”.

Inspection of the fishing craft

Every licensee on arrival of the vessel, either from fishing ground or any other

place, shall get inspection conducted by officers deputed by licensing

authority, to check the quality, quantity and fishing gears etc. and on
satisfactory inspection, the vessel will be issued N.O.C. All requisite facilities
shall be provided to the inspection team in undertaking their job.

Area of landing of fish

All fish and shrimp taken or caught in the zone shall, unless specifically

permitted otherwise by the licensing authority, be landed only at ports having

customs check post.

Prohibition of fishing

The licensing authority may at any time, in the national interest, prohibit
fishing of any fish or marine animal.

Export of fish

The export of fish whether processed on board or otherwise, caught by any
licensee shall be subject to export trade regulations.

Authorities to be kept informed

Every licensee shall keep the licensing authority, Assistant Director, Naval
Intelligence or any other authority designated by licensing authority, informed
in writing of all fishing and other cruise dates in advance.

Provision of the Act and Rules

Every licensee shall abide by the provisions of the Exclusive Fishery Zone
(Regulation of Fishing) Act, 1975 and rules made thereunder.

Instructions by the security agencies

The licensee shall abide by the instructions of local, naval and Maritime
Security Agency or authorities regarding safety precautions to be taken on
cruise or while engaged in fishing.

Arms and ammunition prohibited

The licensee shall not carry any unauthorized person or arms and ammunition,
nor shall cause any undesirable activity to be carried onboard the fishing craft.

Safety of fishing craft

The licensee shall be fully responsible for the safety of the crew on board.

Procedure for local sale

1)

A licensee desiring to undertake local sale of the fish caught, shall
obtain prior approval in this behalf from the licensing authority.

The licensee shall furnish details of the fish to be disposed of locally as
well as of the carrier boat to be engaged for the above said purpose to
the licensing authority for his approval.

The fish brought from the fishing craft operating in the Zone for local
sale shall be accompanied with a statement showing type of fish,
quantity etc. duly signed by the skipper of the vessel and the
representative of the Marine Fisheries Department on board and shall
be produced to the licensing authority for checking and inspection.

Export of fish on high seas prohibited

The licensee shall not export or transship the fish on high seas.

Local Crew and their training

The licensee shall take on each cruise at least ten local crew and shall impart
necessary training to such crew.

Compensation for violating the conditions of licence

1)

A licensee violating any condition of the rules shall, as a part of
conditions of the licence, be liable to pay such penalty and
compensation, not exceeding the amount mentioned against such
violation in the Second Schedule, as may be determined by the
Director General, Marine Fisheries Department or his nominee. The
assessment and levy of penalty and compensation under this rule shall
not affect the provision of section 9 of the Act.
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(2)  Any property having been seized and liable to confiscation may be
released on payment of the value thereof as estimated by the Director
General, Marine Fisheries Department or his nominee.

Changes in crew, equipment, gears etc.

Every licensee shall notify in writing to the licensing authority, Assistant
Director, Naval Intelligence, Karachi and Mercantile Marine Department of
any change desired to be made in crew, equipment gears, wireless transmitting
and receiving sets and shall not make such changes, until is permitted to do so
by above authorities.

Repeal

The Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of Fishing Rules, 1978) are hereby
repealed.

ﬁ‘CT’ No. XXXII oF 197§

An Act to provide for the regulation of fishing within the exclusive fishery zone of
Pakistan

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the regulation of fishing within the
exclusive fishery zone of Pakisian and for matters ancillary thereto ;

It is hereby enacted as follows :—

1. Short title, extent, application and commencement.—(1) This Act may be
called the Exclusive Fishery Zone {(Regulation of Fishing) Act, 1975,

(2) It extends to the whole of Pakistan and to waters within the exclusive
fishery zone of Pakistan beyond the ferritorial waters, hereinafter referred to as
the Zone.

{3) It applies to all fishing crafts within the Zone and to all persons on board
such fishing crafts.

(4) 1t shall come into force at once.

2. Defimitions.—In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject
or context,—

(a) *fish ” includes molluscs, crustaceans, kelp and other marine animals ;

(b) “Fishery Officer ” means any person who is authorised by the Federal
Government, by notification in the official Gazette, to exercise or per-
form any of the powers or functions of Fishery Officer under this Act:

2

(c) “fishing” means taking or catching of fish within the Zone by any
means ;
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(d) *“fishing crafi ™ includes every vessel of whatever description and size
and in whatever way propelled or moved which is used in fishing or
the transport or processing thereof ;

(e) “fishing gear ” includes all appliances used for fishing ;

(f) “licencing authority ” means any person authorised by the Federal
Government, by notification in the official Gazette, to issue licences
under this Act;

(g) “ prescribed ™ means prescribed by rules ; and
(h) *rules” means rules made under this Act.

3. Fishing without Licence prohibited.—No person shall, for the purpose of
fishing, operaie a fishing craft or use any kind of fishing gear within the Zone
except under the authority of a licence granted by the licencing authority nor
otherwise than in accordance with the terms and conditions of such licence.

4. Fishing craft subject to mavigational regulations.—(1) Every fishing craft
shall be subject to any law relating to navigation for the time being in force.

(2) The location of nets and traps set by a fishing craft shall be prominently
displayed by such means as may be prescribed.

(3) Every fishing gear shall be clear of the navigation channel and specified
routes of commercial vessels.

5. Dynamiting and poisoning prohibited.—No person shall use dynamite
or any other explosive substance or poison, lime or noxious material for fishing
or destroying fish in the Zone.

6. Closed season and prohibited area.—Notwithstanding anything contained
in this Act, the Federal Government may. by notification in the official Gazette,
declare any period to be period during which, and any area to be an area within

which, fishing of all or any specified description of fish shall be prohibited in the
Zone.

7. Power to search. Fishery Officer may search any fishing craft or
landing ground in or on which he has reason to believe to be concealed any fish
caught or taken, or anything used, in contravention of any provision of this
Act or the rules,

8. Seizure and disposal.—(1) If any Fishery Officer has reason to believe that
aay fish has been caught or taken in contravention of any provision of this Act
or the rules, or that any fishing craft and fishing gear has been used for such
fishing, he may arrest without warrant the owner or the person in charge of the
vessel and seize such fish.

(2} Every oillcer making an arrest under sub-section (1) shall, without un-
pecessary delay, take or send the person arrested before a Magistrate having
jurisdiction in the cose or before the officer in charge of the nearest police-
station ; and thereunon the provisions of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898
(Act V of 1898), applicable in respect of a person who, having been arrested
without warrant, has been taken or sent before a Magistrate or an officer in
charge of a police-station shall apply to him.
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(3) Any fish seized under sub-section (1) shall be disposed of in accordance
with the decision of the court before which the owner or person in charge of the
fishing craft is prosecuted under sub-section (2}:

Provided that, if the fish seized is such as is likely to perish unless preserved
or processed without delay, it may be sold or otherwise disposed of and, if it is
sold, its value shall be treated as seized property for the purpose of this sub-
section.

9. Penalty.
shall be punishable with fine which may extend to five thousand rupees.

(2) Any court convicting any person under sub-section (1) may order that
any fish caught or taken in coniraveniion of ihe prowsmns of this Act or the
rules, shali be forfeited to the Federa! Government.

(3) Where the person contravening any provision of this Act or the rules is
a company or other body corporate, every director, manager, secretary or other
officer or agent thereof shall, unless he proves that the coniravention was com-
mitted without his knowledge or that he exercised all due diligence to prevent
such contravention, be deemed to be guilty of such contraveniion.

{4) Whoever attempts to contravene, or abets the contravention of, any pro-
vision of this Act or the rules shall be deemed {0 have contravened the provisions
of this Act or the rules.

10. False statement.—Whoever, upon being so required by a police officer
not below the rank of Sub-Inspector or a Fishery Officer, makes any statement or

furnishes any information which is false in any material particulars and which

he knows or has reason to believe to be false, or does not believe to be true, or -~

makes any such statement as aforesaid in any book, account, record, declaration,
or any document which he is required to maintain, shall be punishable with
imprisonment for a term which may extend to one month, or with fine which
may exterd to five thousand rapees, or with both.

11. Burden of proof.—Where any person is prosecuted for doing any act or
being in possession of anything without lawful authority or Licence, the burden of
proving that he has such authority or licence shall lie on that person.

12. Liability of the owner, etc.—The owner or the person in charge of any
fishing craft carrying anything in contravention of any provision of this Act or
the rules shall be deemed to have contravened the provisions of this Act or the
rules, as the case may be, if—

{i) such carriage is part of the transaction involving the contravention ;
and

(i) if the owner or person in charge knew or had reason to believe that a
contravention was being committed ;

aixd shall be punishable under section 9.

13. Indenmity.-~No suit or other legal proceeding shall lie against the Fede-

ral Government or any Fishery Officer for anything in good faith done or intend-
ed to be done under this Act or any rule.

14, pelegaﬁon of powers,—The Federal Government may, by notification in
the official Gazette, delegate all or any of its powers under this Act or the rules
to any officer.
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15. Jurisdiction of comrts.—For the purpose of giving jurisdiction to courts
under this Act, a fishing craft shall be deemed to be a ship within the meaning
of any epactment for the time being in force relating to offences committed on
board a ship, and every court shall have the same jurisdiction over a foreign
fishing craft within the Zone and persons belonging to such fishing craft as
such court would have if such fishing craft were a Pakistan fishing craft.

16. Power 0 make rules,—(1) The Federal Government may, by notification
in the official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of this Act.

(2) In particnlar and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing
powei', such rules may provide for all or any of the following matters,
namely :—

(a) ihe sizes of meshes and the sizes and types of nets ;

(b) the size and the quantity of fish which may be caugiyt by any fishing
gear or processed at any time ;

©) .the terms and conditions to which licences for fishing shall be sub-
ject

{d) the registration of fishing craft and fishing gear ;

(¢) the regulation of operations of fishing crafi ;

(f) registration fee, licence fee and rovalties on catches, and other dues
of the Federal Government ;

(g) specification of the area for landing of fish taken or caught in the

Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of Fishing) Act, 1975.

PART 1

Article 1. - Short title, extent, application and commencement. - (1) This Act
may be called the Exclusive Fishery Zone (Regulation of Fishing) Act, 1975.

(2) 1t extends to the whole of Pakistan and to waters within the
exclusive fishery zone of Pakistan beyond the territorial waters, hereinafter
referred to as the Zone.

(3) 1t applies to all fishing crafts within the Zone and to all persons
on board such fishing craft.

(4) 1Tt shall come into force at once.

Article 2, - Definitions. = In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in
the subject or context:

(a) "Fish” includes molluscs, crustacears, kelp and other marine animals;

(b) "Fishery Officer” means any person who is authorised by the Federal
Government, by notification in the official Gazette, to exercise or
perform any of the powers or functions of Fishery Officer under this
Act;

(c) "Fishing” means taking or catching of fish within the Zone by any
means;

(d) "Fishing craft” includes every vessel of whatever description and
size and in whatever way propelled or moved which is used in fishing
or the transport or processing thereof;

(e) "Fishing gear” includes all appliances used for fishing;

(f) "Licencing authority” means any person authorised by the Federal
Government, by notification in the official Gazette, to issue
licences under this Act;

(g) "Prescribed” means prescribed by rules; and
(h) "Rules” means rules made under this Act.

Article 3. - Fishing without licence prohibited. - No person shall, for the
purpose of fishing, operate a fishing craft or use any kind of fishing gear
within the Zone except under the authority of a licence granted by the
licencing authority nor otherwise than in accordance with the terms and
conditions of such licence.




Article 4. - Fishing craft subject to navigational regulatioms. = (1) Every
fishing craft shall be subject to any law relating to navigation for the time
being in force.

(2) The location of nets and traps set by a fishing craft shall be
prominently displayed by such means as may be prescribed.

(3) Every fishing gear shall be clear of the navigation channel and
specified routes of commercial vessels.

Article 5. - Dynamiting and poisoning prohibited. = No person shall use
dynamite or any other explosive substance or poision, lime or noxious material
for fishing or destroying fish in the Zone.

Article 6. - Closed season and prohibited area. =~ Notwithstanding anything
contained in this Act, the Federal Government may, by notification in the
official Gazette, declare any period to be period during which, and any area
to be an area within which, fishing of all or any specified description of
fish shall be prohibited in the Zone.

Article 7. - Power to search. — Any Fishery Officer may search any fishing
craft or landing ground in or on which he has reason to be-lieve to be
concealed any fish caught or taken, or anything used, in contravention of any
provision of this Act or the rules.

Article 8. — Seizure and disposal. - (1) If any fishery Officer has reason to
believe that any fish has been caught or taken in contravention of any
provision of this Act or the rules, or that any fishing craft and fishing gear
has been used for such fishing, he may arrest without warrant the owner or the
person in charge of the vessel and seize such fish.

(2) Every officer making an arrest under sub-section (1) shall, without
un-necessary delay, take or send the person arrested before a Magistrate
having jurisdiction in the case or before the officer in charge of the nearest
police-station; and thereupon the provisions of the Code of Criminal
Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898), applicable in respect of a person who, having
been arrested without warrant, has been taken or sent before a Magistrate or
an officer in charge of a police-station shall apply to him.

(3) Any fish seized under sub-section (1) shall be disposed of in
accordance with the decision of the court before which the owner or person in
charge of the fishing craft is prosecuted under sub-section (2):

Provided that, if the fish seized is such as is likely to perish unless
preserved or processed without delay, it may be sold or otherwise disposed of
and, if it is sold, its value shall be treated as seized property for the
purpose of this sub-section.

Article 9. - Penalty. - (1) Whoever contravenes any provision of this Act or
the rules shall be punishable with fine which may extend to five thousand
rupees.




(2) Any court convicting any person under sub-section (1) may order that
any fish caught or taken in contravention of the provisions of this Act or the
rules, shall be forfeited to the Federal Government.

(3) Where the person contravening any provision of this Act or the rules
is a company or other body corporate, every director, manager, secretary or
other officer or agent thereof shall, unless he proves that the contravention
was committed without his knowledge or that he exercised all due diligence to
prevent such contravention, be deemed to be guilty of such contravention.

(4) Whoever attempts to contravene, or abets the contravention of, any
provision of this Act or the rules shall be deemed to have contravened the
provisions of this Act or the rules.

Article 10. - False statement. — Whoever, upon being so required by a police
officer not below the rank of Sub-Inspector or a Fishery Officer, makes any
statement or furnishes any information which is false in any material
particulars and which he knows or has reason to believe to be false, or does
not believe to be true, or makes any such statement as aforesaid in any book,
account, record, declaration, or any document which he is required to

maintain, shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to
one month, or with fine which may extend to five thousand rupees, or with both.

Article 11. - Burden of proof. - Where any person is prosecuted for doing any
act or being in possession of anything without lawful authority or licence,
the burden of proving that he has such authority or licence shall lie on that
person.

Article 12, - Liability of the owner, etc. — The owner or the person in charge
of any fishing craft carrying anything in contravention of any provision of
this Act or the rules shall be deemed to have contravened the provisions of
this Act or the rules, as the case may be, if:

(i) such carriage is part of the transaction involving the
contravention; and '

(ii) if the owner or person in charge have or had reason to believe that
a contravention was being committed;

and shall be punishable under section 9.
Article 13. - Indemnity. - No suit or other legal proceeding shall lie against

the Federal Government or any Fishery Officer for anything in good faith done
or intended to be done under this Act or any rule.

Article 14. - Delegation of powers. — The Federal Government may, by
notification in the official Gazette, delegate all or any of its powers under
this Act or the rules to any officer.




Article 15. = Jurisdiction of courts. — For the purpose of giving jurisdiction

to courts under this Act, a fishing craft shall be deemed to be a ship within
the meaning of any enactment for the time being in force relating to offences
commited on board a ship, and every court shall have the same jurisdiction
over a foreign fishing craft within the Zone and persons belonging to such
fishing craft as such court would have if such fishing craft were a Pakistan

fishing craft.

Article 16. - Power to make rules. = (1) The Federal Government may, by

notification in the official Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes

of this Act.

THE TERRITORIAL WATERS AND MARITIME ZONES ACT, 1976.
1ACT No. LXXXII OF 1976

[3157 December, 1976)

An Act to provide for the declaration of the territorial waters and maritime zones of
Pakistan.

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the declaration of the territorial waters and maritime
zones of Pakistan and for matters connected therewith ;

It is hereby enacted as follows :—

1. Short title arid commencement.— (1) This Act may be called the Territorial Waters and
Maritime Zones Act, 1976.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Territorial waters.—(1) The sovereignty of Pakistan extends and has always extended to the
territorial waters of Pakistan, hereinafter referred to as the territorial waters, as well as to the air
space over, and the bed and subsoil of, such waters.

(2) The limit of the territorial waters is twelve nautical miles beyond the land territory and
internal waters of Pakistan measured from the baseline,

(3) The baseline from which such limit shall be measured and the waters on the landward side of
which shall form part of the internal waters of Pakistan shall be specified by the Federal Government
by notification in the official Gazette.

(4) Where a single island, rock or a composite group thereof constituting a part of the territory of
Pakistan is situated off the main coast, the baseline referred to in sub-section (3) shall be drawn along
the outer seaward limits of such island, rock or composite group.

3. Use of territorial waters by foreign ships.—(1) Without prejudice to the provisions of any

other law for the time being in force and subject to the provisions of subsection (2) and subsection
(3), all foreign ships shall enjoy the right of innocent passage through the territorial waters.

Explanation.—For the purposes of this section, passage is innocent so long as it is not prejudicial
to the peace, good order or security of Pakistan.

(2) Foreign warships, including submarines and other under water vehicles and Foreign Military
Aircraft may enter or pass through the territorial waters and the air space over such waters with the
prior permission of the Federal Government:

Provided that submarines and other under water vehicles shall navigate on the surface and show
their flag while passing through such waters.

(3) Foreign super ankers, nuclear powered ships and ships carrying nuclear or other inherently
dangerous or noxious substances or materials may enter or pass through the territorial waters after
giving prior notice to the Federal Government.

(4) The Federal Government may, if satisfied that it is necessary so to do in the interest of the
peace, good order or security of Pakistan or any part thereof, suspend, by notification in the official
Gazette, subject to such exceptions and qualifications, if any, as may be specified in the notification,
the entry of all or any class of foreign ships into such area of the territorial waters as may be specified
in the notification.

4. Contiguous Zone.—(1) The Contiguous Zone of Pakistan, hereinafter referred to as the
Contiguous Zone, is an area adjacent to and beyond the territorial waters and extending seawards to a

line twenty-four nautical miles measured from the baseline declared under sub-section (3) of section
2.

(2) The Federal Government may exercise such powers and take such measures in or in respect of
the Contiguous Zone as it may consider necessary to prevent and punish the contravention of, and an

attempt to contravene, any law in force in Pakistan relating to—
(a) the security of Pakistan ;
(b) immigration and sanitation ; and

(¢) customs and other fiscal matters.

(3) The Federal Government may, by notification in the official Gazette—

(a) extend to the Contiguous Zone any law relating to any matter referred to in clause (a) or
clause (b) or clause (c) of sub-section (2), for the time being in
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
