No entry Visa is required for Seychelles. A visitor’s permit is issued at the airport on the provision of the 
following information by travellers: 
 

• Proof of having a valid return air ticket  

• Proof and address of accommodation in Seychelles 

• Sufficient funds to support the travellers stay in Seychelles.
